It is awe-
some to see it process 
Eastern red cedars, salt 
cedar/tamarisk, locust, 
sumac, dogwood, and 
hedge.  

The 30’ arm and 360 
degree swivel minimize 
ground disturbance while 
clearing and spraying 
across 50’ from one posi-
tion. The thumb allows 
the operator to move 
material out of creeks, 
off pond dams and into 
piles.  

We figure the cost 
of the hoe’s work is less 
than that of the machines 
required to match it in 
the same conditions.
