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In pasture and land clearing the
decision to leave trees or remove
them depends on the landowners
goals and objectives. From a
grassland/grazing land standpoint
trees consume large amounts of
water and square footage of graz-
ing area. For the cattleman, most
trees are a liability except in area
where trees are beneficial for
windbreaks and shade.

From a wildlife standpoint, the
decision to remove trees is base
upon which species landowners
would like to enhance. For exam
ple, prairie chickens need open
grassland with no trees in sight.
An ideal combination for deer is
open grazing meadows and food
source/shelter trees in riparian
areas.
